Key features and benefits include:

Comparative Judgment (CJ): Instead of marking against a rubric, judges decide

which of two pieces of work is better, creating a reliable, standardized scale of

quality.
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Reduced Workload: The process allows for faster grading and less time spent on

moderation, freeing up teacher time for, for example, in-the-moment feedback and

lesson planning.

AI-Enhanced Assessment: The platform incorporates AI to help rank work rapidly

and provides detailed, actionable analytics on student performance.

Applications: Primarily used for assessing writing, it can be applied to various tasks

where a, for example, "best-fit" judgment is required.
